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A woman is profiled by a behavior detection 
device searching for evidence of otherness or 
threat.  This disquieting socio-political allegory 
is centered around the technology adopted by 
post 9/11 Western culture desperate to contain 
terrorism. 

The film probes the consequences of 
interpreting facial features out of context and 
reveals how we are forced to adapt our identities 
in order to accommodate those more powerful 
than us.
